It is a striking fact that humans have emerged relatively late in Earth's 4.6-billion-year history. Our existence
required a long chain of events: the origin of life, the 11)g (7 letters) (happening slowly, in small
stages, over time) increase in atmospheric oxygen, and billions of years of stable conditions for complex life to
evolve.

This apparent coincidence—that intelligent life evolved on a timescale similar to our planet's habitable
lifespan—12)i (9 letters) (caused to be very interested in or curious about sth) physicist
Brandon Carter in the 1980s. He proposed that the evolution of human-like intelligence involves overcoming
several extremely unlikely "hard steps.” These are rare, chance evolutionary leaps, such as the origin of life
itself, the development of complex cells with a nucleus (eukaryotes), or the emergence of advanced cognition.
Because these steps are so statistically unlikely, Carter argued, intelligent life is likely exceptionally rare in the
cosmos, even if simple life is common.

Carter’s13)f (9 letters) (a basic structure which forms the foundation for a system or a
concept) has been influential for decades. However, a recent scientific challenge suggests a different
interpretation. Researchers, led by Daniel Mills, question whether these steps are truly improbable "hard"
barriers. They propose that what appears as extreme rarity might instead be an illusion created by evolution
itself.

One issue is that we have only Earth's history to study. A transition that looks unique in the fossil record may
not have been. For instance, if a biological innovation—Ilike photosynthesis—arose in multiple early lineages,
the first successful one could have dominated so completely that it erased all competition from the record. What
seems like a singular, unlikely event might actually have been more 14) p (8 letters) (likely to
happen or to be true), but with a "winner-takes-all" outcome.

Furthermore, Mills and colleagues emphasize that key biological advancements could not occur until the
planetary environment was ready. They argue that the slow pace of evolution on Earth was not because the
biological steps were 15) i (10 letters)(in a way, that shows something as natural,



permanent and essential) difficult, but because the planet needed billions of years to create the necessary
conditions. For example, humans and other complex animals require high levels of atmospheric oxygen.
According to geological evidence, these stable, oxygen-rich conditions were only established about 400 million
years ago. Once that 16)p _ (10 letters) (allowing for growth and freedom) environment was
in place, the evolution of intelligent life happened relatively quickly.

From this perspective, the major delays were not caused by improbable biological accidents, but by the slow
co-evolution of lifeandits17)p _ (9 letters) (relating to a planet or planets) environment, as
envisioned in the Gaia hypothesis. Life had to wait for oceans to cool, for oxygento 18)a
letters) (to collect and increase over time), and for the climate to stabilize. Therefore, the timing of
humanity's arrival may not point to incredible luck, but simply to the time required for Earth to become
hospitable. On other planets that develop stable, oxygen-rich atmospheres faster, intelligent life might evolve
much sooner.

This debate has significant implications for the search for 19ye (16letters) (coming
fromoutside the planet Earth) life. If Carter's hard steps are correct, then finding planets with clear
biosignatures of complex life—like abundant atmospheric oxygen—should be very rare. If Mills' team is right,
however, such planets could be more common in the universe once they reach the right environmental stage.
New telescopes, like the James Webb Space Telescope, which can analyze the atmospheres of distant
exoplanets, may soon provide data to test these ideas.

The biggest remaining unknown is the very first step: the origin of life from non-living chemistry. Without
understanding that process, we cannot reliably estimate its probability. Yet, for the steps that followed, the new
research suggests we should considerthe20)p _ (8 letters) (very deep and significant)role of a
planet's changing environment.
