These plants can heat themselves up—scientists finally know why

When night falls in the Amazon, seed-filled cones protruding from plants put out a call to local beetles to come
pollinate them. That call comes in the form of infrared light, (1)

These plants, called cycads, can heat themselves up to a shocking 27 degrees Fahrenheit above ambient
temperature. Scientists report for the first time in the journal Science that the infrared light from that heating
attracts pollinating beetles, and that this is among the most ancient pollination signals.

Infrared light is invisible to the human eye, so it may seem like an unusual mechanism for attracting pollinators.
But researchers say this pathway to pollination evolved earlier than (2)

“These animals have (3) that they're using to find plants, and basically facilitate the
evolution of life on land,” says Nicholas Bellono, study co-author and biologist at Harvard University.

When Wendy Valencia-Montoya, the new study’s lead author, lived in a tent in the Peruvian Amazon for a six-
month undergraduate project, she often got lost in the forest. She marveled at how Rhopalotriafurfuracea
beetles easily found their way to inconspicuous cycads, which look like small palms or ferns with large leaves
and brown trunks, (4) . Both the plants’ reproductive cones and the beetles that pollinate
them are small and hard to find if you don’t know what you’re looking for.

“Already | was interested in how insects, (5) , can navigate so well,” she says. “You see
one cone, and the next day you just see all the beetles there. I just found that quite magical.”

When Valencia-Montoya started working in Bellono’s lab as a doctoral student at Harvard, she wanted to
explore (6) , Which are “living fossils” that represent the oldest lineage of plants that
produce seeds through animal pollination.

Scientists know from fossil evidence that beetles have been pollinating cycads at least since the early Jurassic
period, (7) , when dinosaurs roamed the Earth. From that perspective, understanding how
cycads attract beetles is a way to travel back in time to probe the origins of pollination itself.

Previous research had also established that cycads have (8) , with some individuals
warming themselves by about five degrees Fahrenheit, while the most ambitious changing by more than 25
degrees. The variation in the same plant species indicates that the change in heat is not just a byproduct of a
standard metabolic processes, (9) . Some insects, including these beetles, even specialize in
pollinating particular temperature ranges.




Having a non-color-based way to find the cycads makes sense given that these Amazonian beetles are
nocturnal. The beetles also lay their eggs in the cone structure of the plants, (10) . “So,
without beetles, there's no plants, and without plants, there's no beetles,” Valencia-Montoya says.

Early excavations revealed stone tools from
more than 400,000 years ago, during the Lower Paleolithic period or Old Stone Age. Scientists think hunter-gatherer
groups of early human ancestors lived in the region, possibly Homo heidelbergensis; and that all of Britain at that time
was connected to the European continent by a land bridge known as Doggerland. Ashton says the East Farm site may be
the remains of a seasonal camp.

Some nearby prehistoric sites also show evidence that early hominins were using fire, but researchers are unable to tell if
the fires were lit deliberately or if they were sourced from natural wildfires. (The evidence for the humans capturing fire
from wildfires for their own uses goes back over a million years to the early hominin Homo erectus.) But the East Farm
excavations are the first in the area to find fragments of iron pyrite that seem to have been from a fire-making kit, Ashton
says. In addition, a few fragments of ancient skulls 16)u _ (9 letters) (dug up from the ground) at other
sites suggest that early Neanderthals may have lived there at that time, though the team can’t rule out the possibility that
the pyrite belonged to Homo heidelbergensis.



The evidence for fire control at East Farm was consistent, says archaeologist Ségoléne Vandevelde from the Université du
Québec & Chicoutimi who was not involved in the study but wrote an analysis of it for Nature. "The strength of this
research is really the effective combination of different types of expertise and complementary methods," she says. And
she notes the evidence suggests this fire-making technique was already well-known: "If the ability to light fires isso 17) a
